More than five hundred family
physicians, family medicine residents and medical students attended
this important meeting in Asheville, NC, on December 4, 2021.

The NCAFP is a medical association that represents 4,300
family physicians, residents, and medical students across North
Carolina. The mission of the NCAFP is to improve the lives and
professional environment of current and future family physicians so
they can provide exceptional care to their patients and communities.

Dr. Hondros has been involved with the Academy since the
start of medical school, having served on many state committees and
as student representative to the NCAFP Board. He later served on
the NCAFP Foundation Board of Trustees, and has more recently
served as an at-large physician member and Executive Committee
member of the Academy Board. Dr. Hondros also regularly precepts
both medical students and physician assistant students.
