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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

Dear Fellow Evrytanians and Friends,

he Annual Evrytanian

Association’s Convention this past

June, held in Winston Salem, N.C.,
was a tremendous success! Chapter
President Kostas Hodges and his 7-
member Steering Committee, along with
the help of Zoe Michaels, president of the
local chapter of the Daughters of
Evrytania, and her committee, worked
hard for a solid year making plans and
preparations and setting the groundwork
for a successful Convention! We are so
proud and grateful for all their efforts —
Congratulations!

In Karpenisi, Evrytania, on the
celebration of St. Eugenios o Aitolos on
August 5th, at the meeting hall of the
Gerokomeio, was held the awarding of the
Velouchi's scholastic grants to seven of the
deserving High School Seniors. Our
representative, Mr. Pantelis Vlahos and his
Scholarship Committee, did an outstanding
job in helping to choose the students, and
making preparations for the snacks and
refreshments. Present were His Eminence
Metropolitan George of Karpenisi as well
as most of the political leaders.

A few days later in Karpenisi, as
president of the Evrytanian Association, |
was given the honor of placing a wreath at
the statue of Markos Botsaris - a very
moving moment. Then at Kefalovriso the
next day, we had the pleasure of attending
and watching a re-enactment of the battle
where the historical hero Markos Botsaris
defeated the Turkish army in 1823. There
were literally thousands of people and
uncountable organizations, dressed in their
local costumes, participating in a very long
parade.
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Very significant was Velouchi's support of the local Demos Karpenisiou Food Bank, which
supplies food and household necessities to the needy. It is now run by three employees who are there
every Tuesday morning and Friday afternoon. There, we were able to purchase nearly $5,000 in
personal items, home supplies and frozen fish and chicken to fill up their shelves and freezer. There
are now 103 families who will be using this facility on a once a month schedule. Next year, when
Demos Agraphon will have their food bank set up, we will complete the rest of the funds. Under
discussion with its Mayor, Theodore Bambalis, we were told that in a few months they will have a
food bank which is already started in Ditiki Fragista, and we will take truckloads of food there next
year. This will probably be the end of the three-year project till we use all the funds that were
collected and voted upon.

There are more programs that the Demos Karpenisiou has such as "Meals of Love" where
they take food to shut-ins. During the winter, they give out petrol and firewood to those who cannot
afford, and they request our assistance in that, too.

The dedication of the “Park Apodemon Evrytanon™ was held in July. It is completed now
with bicycle trails, a small amphitheater and benches for people to rest and enjoy the scenery as well
as with beautiful grassy areas.

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In the town of Krenti, Father Fegoulis, its Proistamenos, held an evening of festivities with
traditional “Ksefloudismata” while the older people sat around the corn and sang the old songs of that
era. There were dance groups of various ages, and several speakers. A plaque was presented to me as
representing our Velouchi Association, and because so many don’t know what Velouchi does, | took
the opportunity to explain what Velouchi has offered over the years.

President Franklin Roosevelt best explained this incredibly

admirable courage of the Greek people when he said:

“On the 28th of October 1940, Greece was given a deadline of

three hours to decide on war or peace, but even if a three day or

three week or three year deadline were given, the response would

have been the same. The Greeks taught dignity throughout the

centuries. When the entire world had lost all hope, the Greek

people dared to question the invincibility of the German monster

raising against it the proud spirit of freedom.”

Greece’s “OXI” was an incredible historic accomplishment on its

own.
