Lillian “Lilly” Carras Trakas, 88,
of Charlotte, NC and formerly of
Spartanburg, SC, died peacefully Sunday,
November 25, 2018.

As a teenager, Eleni's aunt and
uncle, Helen and Harry Letopoulos, asked
her father to allow them to bring Eleni to
America as a "sister" to their son, John.
Eleni was one of the earliest immigrants to
arrive by plane in New York and then lived
in Parkersburg, West Virginia with them for
several years. She worked at their family
restaurant as she completed grade & high
school and obtained an associate degree
from a community college. At a large Greek
wedding in Maryland, she met a dashing
young man - Gus Contogiannis. Once their
eyes met, a love story began.

Eleni and Gus married six months
later on January 25, 1953 and she moved to
Latrobe, PA, where Gus worked with his
uncles running the original Capital Grill.
Eleni sponsored her sister, Mary, to
emigrate to America and she married and
settled in Greensboro. She then helped her
younger sister Katy emigrate to America
with her husband.

Four children later, Eleni and Gus
moved to Greenshoro in the 60's and
became restaurant entrepreneurs. Their first
restaurant in Greensboro was the Boston

Cafe and then in 1967 they started the
Acropolis Restaurant on Eugene Street, at
first serving a "Southern Style™ menu. Eleni
and Gus made a bold move and opened
Greenshoro's first full service exclusively
Greek restaurant on April 1, 1980 and 51
years later The Acropolis remains the oldest
downtown restaurant and a landmark. After
Gus's death in 1987, she continued their
vision and was a successful businesswoman
and good role model for her daughters to be
strong. Their son Jimmy currently carries on
the family tradition.

Eleni was a devout member of the
Dormition of the Theotokos Greek
Orthodox Church. She was always a
welcoming person in the Parish to everyone
old and new. She sang in the choir, was a
member of The Philoptochos Women's
group for over 50 years and was one of the
early organizers of the Church's annual
Greek Festival. She and her husband, Gus,
were also strong members of the Building
Committee which built our current Church
by giving lunches after Church toward the
Fund and fundraising. Eleni was also a
member of the Daughters of Evrytania,
Velouchi Association in  America that
fundraises and then reaches out to help
people in need from their native area in
Greece. She has also passed this down to her
daughters as they also became involved and
served on the Executive Board of the
Daughters and support Velouchi activities.

However, her greatest
accomplishment was the unconditional love,
support and guidance she gave to her family
as a daughter, sister, wife, mother and
"Yiayia". This gave her family a strong
sense of service and the participation that
you need in life for your community. She
was a very giving person, thinking of others
and seeing the best in people. As Matriarch
of her family, Eleni had a fierce devotion to
her family, providing an exceptional role
model for all and always making sure no
matter how busy our lives were that we
spent time together and helped each other.
She has frequently been described as "an
extraordinary woman with an extraordinary
family".
